
1. Bookings will be accepted, initially, from fully paid-up members of the Shillington Riding Club.

2. When bookings have not reached the maximum number courses may be offered to other rider.

3. All riders ride at their own risk.

4. The club will not accept liability for any incident involving a rider or horse.

5. All riders must have 3rd party liability insurance for their horse and any vehicles brought to the training session.

6. All riders must be appropriately dressed and must wear hats that comply with BSEN 1384:1997, PAS 015:1994 or PAS 015:1998 standard.

7. Riders must wear a body protector during cross - country events.

8.  It is strongly advised that those engaged in jumping clinics wear a protector. 

9. The club reserves the right to refuse a rider permission to ride at a club organised event if their dress fails to meet minimum safety standards, their conduct is inappropriate or they have failed to pay for the session.

10. Bookings will only be accepted if accompanied by full payment.

11. Email bookings will be accepted provided a valid cheque is received within 5 days of the email. Places will be reserved for 5 days.

12. All cheques should be made payable to Shillington Riding Club.

13. The closing date for each session will be 2 full weeks before the event.  All cheques must be dated for or before the closing date. 

14. Places booked, but not paid for by the closing date will be void.

15. Fees will only be refunded if (a) a substitute rider is found; (b) numbers remain above the minimum or (c) the club cancels the session.

16. When a clinic has unfilled places by the closing date riders may be asked to consider paying an additional sum to maintain the clinic. Riders are not obliged to pay an increased fee. Increased fees will only be paid if all riders agree. In all other circumstances the clinic will be cancelled.

17. Places will normally be allocated according to the sequence of application. However, in certain circumstances such as when places are very limited, where the same riders have repeatedly secured bookings at over-subscribed or where there is a significantly high number of bookings a ballot may take place.

18.  A reserve list will be maintained and those members who fail to gain a place will have their fee returned after the training day.

Note 

If you are booking a number of sessions in advance please ensure the cheques are dated for the closing date of the relevant sessions or that your cheque is dated for the closing date of your first session.
